Mclass Progress Monitoring Cheat Sheet( 
Who gets progress monitored and how often?
· Students performing in the Red and Yellow on Mclass should be progress monitored differently. 
· Students performing in the Red need intensive support and should be progress monitored weekly. 
· Students performing in the Yellow need strategic support and should be progress monitored every other week. 

When do I have time to do this?
You should be providing interventions a minimum of three times per week. If this is the case, you can take some time to progress monitor on the days you’re not working with those particular groups. 
· If you’re working with the students five days per week, the suggestion would be to progress monitor on the 5th day, in lieu of providing the intervention or at some other time during the day.
· My suggestion is to set a particular day to progress monitor so that you remember (i.e. Friday)

How do I know what skill to provide an intervention? 
· First and foremost, you need to look at each student’s data on Mclass and determine where they’re performing. 
· It is helpful if you look back to previous year’s data and see if they hit benchmarks at those grades. If they are in 3rd grade, but in 2nd grade their data shows they were below grade level benchmark on Nonsense Word Fluency, you probably need to start with that because it is an indicator of reading proficiency. 
· If you notice that a student is performing significantly lower on fluency than on anything else, provide an intervention to assist them with fluency. 
· If they are performing low on both fluency and comprehension, you probably want to start with fluency because we know that good fluency will help comprehension. 

· Determine what the foundational issue is with fluency. For example, do they lack knowledge of sight words, can they decode words, etc… To determine this you may need to administer a digging deeper assessment like the PAST, Names test, Early Names test, or High Frequency Sight Word list. This test will give you more information about specific skill deficits.
· **If you have a student in the upper grades that cannot read words at all (maybe they are LEP), you will need to administer digging deeper assessments to determine their specific skill deficit
· If you need help with this, let me know. I can provide copies of the assessments and show you how to administer and score it.

How do I know what grade level to progress monitor a student? 
· If you’re progress monitoring on fluency or TRC (comprehension), look at where their fluency level or reading level falls according to grade level. Use that as a guide to help you determine what grade level to provide intervention. 
· In the Mclass system you have the choice to progress monitor off grade level. If you have a student that is reading below grade level, you should be providing an intervention to support them and progress monitoring on the grade level that they are working on! To do this, simply click on the box that says, “Off-grade level forms” and you will get a list of all 20 forms at each grade level.
