SOURCES OF INFORMATION

Meaning (M)

What we read needs to make sense with our experiences, what we know about the world, and what is happening in the story.

· Did that make sense?
· What do you think it could be?
· Let’s read it again to make sense.

Knowledge of Language Structure (S)

We use our knowledge of the way we talk to read.  Our reading sounds like the language patterns we speak and the language of the books we read.

· Can we say it that way?
· Is that like the way we talk?
· Does that sound right?

Visual/Grapho-phonic (V)

The words we read must match the letters/sounds we see.  We look at the first, middle, or last letter of a word, or a familiar part of a word.
· Does it look right?
· What letter would you expect to see at the beginning?  At the end?
· You saw the little wor  be at the beginning of beside.
· Read it again.  Get your mouth ready for the first sound.
· Say it slowly.
READING STRATEGIES/TEACHER PROMPTS

Monitor
The student notices that something is not right with the reading and may attempt to check and/or correct errors.
· Did it match?

· What did you notice?

· I like the way you noticed something wasn’t right.

· Something’s not right.  Why did you stop?

· Were you right?  How did you know?

· How do you know it was ____?

· Show me where it wasn’t correct.
Search
When the reader notices something is not right in her reading, she searches for more information to correct it.

· You said ____. Does it make sense? (M)
             Does it sound right? (S)
             Does it look right? (V)
· If it was ____, what letter would you expect to see first?  Last?

· Something’s not right on that page.  Can you find what’s wrong?

· What do you know that might help?

Predict
The student anticipates as he reads to predict a word or event in the story.  He uses prior knowledge, his knowledge of language, what makes sense, and what would look right.
· Think about what has happened in the story so far.  What would make sense?
· Look at the picture.  What do you know?
· What would you expect to see? {letter(s), word(s)}.
· What do you think will happen next?
READING STRATEGIES/TEACHER PROMPTS

Check
The reader checks that what is read makes sense, looks right, and sounds right.  This may occur after an error, or when she comes to an unknown word.

· It could be ____, but does it . . . 

Make sense? (M)
Sound right? (S)
Look right? (R)
· What did you notice?

· What did you expect to see?

· Check to see if what you read . . . 

Makes sense. (M)
Sounds right. (S)

Looks right. (V)
· I like how you tried more than one way to work that out.
Confirm
The student uses one or more sources of information to make certain that what he expected to read is what he actually read.

· Are you right?

· Did you check to make sure you’re right?

· Did you reread to see if you’re right?

Self-Correct
The student notices on her own that something is not right in the reading.  She searches and checks for more information to self-correct or make it right.

· I like the way you corrected that all by yourself.

· Were you right?
